Oil or Acrylic paint, 1.25 ounce tubes or bigger

burnt umber (iron oxide brown) or burnt sienna (iron oxide red) or both

Painting Surfaces
any surface is fine for painting as long as it is primed
size should be 11” x 14” to 16” x 20”.
Brushes

Oil paint brushes: Hog Bristle Brushes, flat or filbert, #2 / 1/4", #4 / 3/8", #6 / 1/2"

Acrylic paint brushes: Synthetic, flat or filbert, #2 / 1/4", #4 / 3/8", #6 / 1/2".
Palette

any smooth surface, 12 x 16" or bigger.

Other necessities

palette knife

2 containers for water or paint thinner

paper towels or rags
